P. Watkins, iegether
with approximately 27 parishioners.

Apologies: An apology Tor absence was received from Mrs. Sleeman.

Vr. L4e Lalande — Batiring Glegﬁ

The Chairman informed the meeting that Mr. A. Lalande had found it
neceszary to resign as Clerk due 1o business commitments and had

been succesded by Mr. S. Emery. The meeting paid tribule to the most
efficient and conscientious manner in which Mr. Lalande had fulfilled
his duties as Clerk and also to the wvery considerable help he had
given to the residents during his ssven years in office. The Parish
Oouneil had arrangementz in hand to suitably aclknowledge itvs apprecia—
tion of Mr. Lalande's services.

Glerkls Report

The report {(copy attached) of the retiring Clerk (iir. Lalands) was
taken as rcad.

In elaboration, the Chairmen reporicd thai the present area of the
Parish was 1741 sores and the popalation, based on the 1971 cenmus,
was 586.

During the past year the Braishfield Football Club had faken on the

task of mowing the recreaztion ground with gang mowers parchased by

the Parish Couneil, this had effected a congiderable cash saving. The
foothall club had enjoyed a most sueccessful ssason to daie, the Baturday
team having been promoied to division 1 of the Bouthampion League and
the Bunday team, having won the lew Forestl Cup, were strong contenders
for league honours requiring only 3 peints from & matches to bhe mare

of winning the division. The meeting expressed its congratulations to
the football club on its succese.

The Chairman further reported that in April, 1977, & party of 36
parishioners vizited Crouay in Normandy when Braishfield offTicialiy
became twimmed with this village. This was followsd by the setting
up of a Sab-lommitise of the Parish entitled the "Twinning Committea"
which had as pari o its objective the co—ordinaticn of official vis=its
to France and visits 6f the French 1o Braishfield. In May, 1977, the
Cronay foottall club wvisited Braishfield and were beaten 5-1. In
Beptember, the Braishiield football club vigiied Cronay and again were
victorious by the same margin. The Mayor of Crouay, together with a
large party, including beautiful young ladies in nstional costume
attended the Braishfield Country Fair and in fugus$ +the Mayor, together
with 17 children,camped in the pavilicn on i recreation ground.
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In Wowvember, the French joined with the reszidents of Breishfisld ad
the remembrance scrvice and laid a wreath at the War Memorial. Early
in 1978 the Twinning Committee organized a draw, with a prize of £100,
in order to raise money to defray soms of the expenses incurred. In
May of 1this year the French were proposing to pay =nother visit with
their football club when, amongst other arrangemertis, a dinner dance
would be held at Kings Somborne Village Hall. In addition, thers had
been private vizits between friends in each village flus fulfilling
the whole objective of the lwinning arrangement=.

The Chairmen referred to the threatened closure of the village school

and to the wisgit of Nx. P. Merridale, Chairman of +the Hampshire Education
Commitiees, who had assured the parishioners that fhere were no impending
proposals to close the school. Congratulations were extended to Irs.
Shepherd and the Braishfield Village School upon having won the area
netball competition in the face of strong oppesiiion.

In conclusion the Chaimman referred to a programme on trees to be trans-
mitted on B.BaCa television on 218t April with Mike Purion =nd Hoy
Lancaster.

Propoged Braighfield Village Hall

The Chairman reporied that z public meeting had been held on 13ih ipril,
to consider the proposals Tor ths provision of 2 willage hall for
Eraishfield and that the mesting had paessged the following resolutioni-

"RESOLVED —

{1) that this meeting unanimously requests that a villasze hall
for Braishfield be provided;

(2) that the new hall be sited on land to the ecaet of the garase
(adjacent to the recreation ground ), in accordance with the
planning permission .

(3) that strict compliance with the planning condition, that the
perimeter trees De reizined and sapplemented, be observed;

{4} that the Feazibility Commities make application to the
Hampshire Council of Community Service for a grant of £33,000,
being 50% of the enviseged outlay of £66,000; and

(5) that a Village Hall Management Commitiee be set up at the
Anmial Parish Meeting on 20th April, 1978; and that all sccial
and sporiing organisaiions in Braishfield be inviied to be
represented on this Committec.M

With reference to (5) abowe, it was explained that under the provisions
of the MNodel Deed for Village Halls a "Management Committes® could

net be formed until there was something tangible to manage. In the
circumetances, the Feasibility Committee could contimue iis iask until
guch time zs the land acquisition had been finalissd in the nanme of
irustees and wvested in the Official Custodian for Charities. It
would, in accordance with the Trust Deed, be necessary io elect members
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onto the Managemernt Committes and the Feasibility Committes recommended
that 3 persens be =0 elected onic the Feasibillity Gommiitiee, the
composition of which could then become the Managemenl Committec at lhe
appropriate time. ’

It was pointed out that the Parish Council had not zet deternined
whether it would support the proposals for a village hall.

HES0LVED — that the following persons bhe electod to serve on
the Feazibility Committee and that the appropriste application
bz made o the O0fficizl Custodian Tor Charities for the
Feasibility Commitiee to become a Charitable Trsl:—

Matters Raised by Parishioners

The following matlers were raiged by parishioners snd referred io the
Parish Council to initiate the necessary action:-

(1) Crovay Twin Town sign — cmphaesised that neither Crouay or
Braishfield were "Towna" and that the signs should reflect fthis:

(2) provision of pall-in outeide of the clurch to accommedate, inter
alia, wedding cars, hearscs, elbc.;

(3) enquiries to be made of the County Couneil as to whether there i=z.
a 6'6" width resiriction on all roads in Braishrield, and ask for
=uitable signz o be provided requesting people to drive carefully
through the village — subject to the Parish Couwncil first having
an opportunity o zpprove the sisze and type of such =igns;

(4) reinstatement of the verzes in Kiln Lane which have heen seriously
eroded by heavy fransport in assoeciation with the laying of the
~gas pipe line;

(5) that négﬂﬁi&tiﬂns dalke place with the ocwner of the land fraversed
by fooipath No.ld with a view to the footpath being realigned;
and

(6) the football club to be asked io reinstate the hedze on either side
of the gateway serving the recreation ground at Commen Hill.
