I thenk you for your letter dated 31st August, 1973 the
contents of which were considersd by the Braishfield Parish Council
at their meeting held on September 3rd,

The Parish Council have dedided to give you what support
they possibly can so that you can erect your pavilion on the
Braishfield Recreation Ground.

I refer now to your pequests listed on page two and shall
deal with them in the same order:-

1. The Braishfield Parish Council will grant you a licence to

erect and maintain the pavilion on the recreation ground. We shall

be teking legel advice on this matter and will obviously have to
incorporate some conditions on this use on the advice of the Solicitor
we nominate to represent the Council. May I assure you that these
conditions will not be particularily onerous and that they are mainly
concerned with the upkeep and maintenance of the building.

2a The Parish Council will on your behelf submit Bhanning Applicaticns
to the eppropriate authorities and this has been put 'in hand.

5a The Parish Council will spply to the Hagpshire and Isle of Wight
Playing Field Association for the maximum possible grant. On the -
question of a loan from the same Association this too will be invaatiga
ated by the Council and a loan, if it is available will be taken out

on your behalf, subject to you undertaking to reimburse the Council

for the repayment to the Association.

4. The Parish Council will make you a grant of £407 so that the
grant from the Homsey and Stockbridge Rural District Council may be
obtained. As you are aware this payment we are legally entitled to
make you depend on reateable value. It is possible that the rateable
value.of the Parish as a whole may incresse in which case I am
empowered to pay you the full ellowance.

Be The Parish Council will be prepared for the purchases to be
invoiced to my Council providing that this is legal and that we will
Ye able to claim back the Value Added Tax. I am taking legad advice
on this matter and will let you know the outcome as soon as I hear
from the Solicitor concermned.

The Gouncil decided that they will nf@t charge the Club an
establishment fee nor will they charge you a rent. They will
however reserve the right to charge a rent at a future date should
the need arise.

There one or two other suggeetions made at the Council meeting
and I would be grateful if you could let me have your .views on these
g follows:-

1. That you be allowed to let this building out to other Associations
end people butthat people in Braishfield wvillage should have this at
a reduced rate.

2e That the existing pavilion "Be demolished within twenty-foumr
months of the completion of the new propoged pavilion"

3, That no cars be permitted near the pavilion and that no
separate access is made to the building.

4, “*hat you get in touch with lrs. Shepherd, the Schoo} Mistress,
to ask her view mnd te inform her that you would be happy for the
school to make limited use of the build .

5. The Council would require some chauses inserted in the licence
mentioned zbove regarding maintenance, insurance and repairs of the
building and the Council would expect your Club to pay all the
running costs, It has been suggested that possibly some amount of
money should be deposited with the Parisgh Council so that they have
some control over the maintencance and upkeep,

6, Bhke Parish Council would become the legal owners of the buklding
should at any tige the Foothkll Club become defunct and the bgpilding
out of use. Thet would further reserve the right to dismantle or sell
the building should it be out of use.

T The Council were not in favour of a licence being granted for &he
gale of alcoholic liquor and I imagine your President would also not
be in favouri

Thid I think mor or less sums up the Councils deliberaticns .
on your proposed pavilion., %vhey were very much in favour of it but I
am sure you will aeppreciate that they have to look after the village
interest as a whole and it is possible that further conditions may
be inserted within the licence on the advice of the Solicitor eppointed.
I do not think that these will be particularily difficult end in cas
case you have my essurance that you will be consulted wherever possible.
